Faye gave a presentation on the VIE Project that is running in Mansfield Woodhouse.  Please see presentation attached, more information can be obtained from Faye.

	

	4.
	COG Members’ Updates
West Notts College – PCDL
Francine reported that ACLS courses were running at the following venues and were all doing well, Park Road Resource Centre, Manor School, Northfield Focus Point, Northfield School and St Edmunds School.
Francine O’Sullivan – West Notts College
Francine reported that the Working Neighbourhood Fund (WNF) project finishes at the end of May 2009.  She is currently working very closely with Faye on the VIE Project in Mansfield Woodhouse.  7 learners have recently completed a catering course that was put on.  A retail course is to take place at Park Road Resource Centre.  The pilot course called Confidence through Drama at Netherfield Focus Point has had to be postponed due to low numbers, Francine is looking into what type of courses people would like to see running at Netherfield Focus Point.  Residents from Mansfield Woodhouse can join any of the courses that Francine organises in the Mansfield area.
YMCA
Jamie is new in post and came along to this meeting to see what links he could make.  He reported that the café at YMCA is doing well.  They currently have a waiting list for people in the hostel who want to work in the café, but do encourage volunteers from other organisations.  An ACLS course Confidence Through Drama is due to start on 30/1/09.
Getting Into Work – Dave Reeves 
Dave reported that they had been very busy over Christmas.  The Getting into Work project can take any type of referral e.g. self referral, from other agency etc.  Dave reported that the retail side of the project wasn’t going well and this was due to the current economic crises.  Security is going really well and they are linking in with companies who require staff for festivals e.g. Glastonbury, Leeds etc, they are looking for 80 + people by April 2009.  The care side of things is going really well too.
Redoaks Day Centre – Kathy Hardwick
Kathy Reported that Rainbow Learning are starting a cookery course for them week commencing 26/1/09.  The Sutton Centre also put on courses for their service users using ACLS funds.  Redoaks have also secured ACLS funding for a joint project with Mansfield Palace Theatre, a production will take place at the end of this project.  Kathy is looking to see what other courses are happening in the community that their service users can access, she find these COG meetings very useful for sharing this type of information. 
Children’s Centre – Toni Selby & Marion Kavanagh
Toni is new in post and is in the process of talking to parents and other local groups to see what they want to see happening.  An Introduction to Counselling course has 14 learners enrolled.  All courses are going well apart from a numeracy one where numbers are low.  Marion reported that when fees were first introduced numbers did drop but they are now picking up again.  A Mudfest event is taking place on 24/1/09.  A group called CALIGO are meeting for parents who have children with disabilities/special needs, the next meeting is 29/1/09.  Some of the courses the Children’s Centre are hoping to run include the following; Me, My Community & My World, Big Cook Little Cook, PEEPs for Babies & Year 1.  A Government directive states that childrens centres need to be open 8am – 6pm 5 days a week and also weekends, the centre is looking at how this will impact on them.  From April 2009 support for service users will be available via telephone, they are also looking at working more in peoples homes trying to engage people not already using the services on offer.
Extended Services – Karin St Michael 

Karin works with local schools to open them up to engage the local community in adult education.  A programme of courses was circulated (attached with minutes).  Karin reported that ACLS courses are going well and people are attending.  Learners from a Basic IT course that ran last term are now back and doing a level 1 IT course.  Keeping Up With The Children at St Edmunds is going well.  The strengthening families @ Manor School event went very well.  In November at Robin Hood School in conjunction with the childrens centre, ACLS funded a taster session on healthy eating, as a result of this all recipes used are now available on a CD to buy for £5.  They are hoping to roll this out over the other schools in the area with a view to running cookery session.  Parent forums meetings take place on a quarterly basis and members had reported that numbers at these meetings had dropped, as a result of this an event is being held on 5/2/09 at Turner Community Hall to encourage people to volunteer in the community.  Karin also circulated a Community Directory, if anyone requires more please contact Karin direct.
Mansfield Woodhouse Community Development Project
The summer event this year will take place on 27/6/09 at Yeoman Hill Park.  This is a community event were community groups can have information stalls or activity stalls, fund raising stalls are also present.  The Ask Sam kiosk is now up and running at Park Road Resource Centre, this is a touch screen computer that holds information on a variety of subjects.  The deadline for the Woodhouse Warbler is 1/2/09.

Rainbow Learning
Glenys reported that they work with people with mental health issues, they work with a variety of groups offering a variety of courses including, money management, assertiveness/confidence building, personal development courses normally last for 6 weeks.  They are currently in the process of recruiting more tutors.  They also recruit volunteers to help on courses.  
Pauline Campbell – Family Employment Initiative (FMI) 
Pauline reported that there is coalfield regeneration trust funds available, for more information on this please contact Pauline direct.  FEI is a similar project to Getting into Work, it aims to get people back into work.  They work with 16 years and above people who are unemployed, work part-time or under the threat of redundancy.  Pauline currently works in the following areas; Mansfield Woodhouse, Warsop, Northfield Focus Point.  Pauline also talked about a project called Wheels into Work, a scheme that can help people who have problems getting to work, for more information please contact Pauline direct.
Northfield Focus Point
Trudy reported that she is involved with developing the neighbourhood management team, getting local people involved in community activities.  They have a conference room and training rooms available.  They have secured funding for the green which has a floodlit football field.  They are also setting up a drama group for children.  Trudy is also a Health Trainer for Mansfield CVS and agreed to do a presentation at a future COG meeting.
