	5. Children’s Centre Up-Date
	Michelle England
If all Children’s Centres brought their Improvement Plans to this meeting there would be three in total.  How would people like to see these to comment on them?  At the moment Michelle had been emailing them out to key people for their comments.  It was decided to continue with this process and to bring relevant bits back to the CLEG meetings.
Michelle reported that the joint project with Blidworth Leisure Centre and Dietetics had worked really well, and the Leisure Centre would like to run the sessions again in November.  Through the Dietetics they had also run a Big Cook Little Cook course at the Children’s Centre.  They are also running a Volunteer Course that has been written by the Children’s Centre.  Murial the Mural is also due to start in April, this is an ACLS Family Learning funded course and will mean that all four of the Children’s Centres in the area have produced their own mural.

	

	6. Partner Up-Date & Sharing Good Practice 
	Family Employment Initiative – Lynne Willoughby
Lynne reported that she is now running a Work Club in Clipstone.  It runs on a Thursday from 1pm – 3pm at the Garibaldi Online Centre.  Anyone over the age of 16 years can attended and people need to either just turn up or  contact Lynne on 07971 382882.  Lynne works in the following areas; Clipstone, Rainworth, Pleasley & Bull Farm.

Notts County Council Arts Development Officer – Helen Ackroyd
Helen is an Education & Outreach Arts Officer, for NCC.  She covers the whole of Nottinghamshire.  They have facilities for offering training, which can take place in the Gallery, Creative Learning Centre or the Woodland in the Park.  They have recruited 15 artists who can provide the following; papermaking, clay, glass, textiles, stone carving, environmental art etc.

The Gallery is closed to the public on Monday’s so could therefore accommodate learning.  The Gallery can be hired by artists to display their work, or community groups can display their work.

They currently do a lot of work with schools and have a Schools Education Pack, which can be found at:
www.nottinghamshire.gov.uk/ruffordeducationbooklet.pdf    They are in the process of producing a pack for community groups that will be similar to this one.
Community groups they are looking to work with are vulnerable groups; i.e. older learners, mental health issues. 

One of Helen’s colleagues Kevin Tennant has some funds available for groups he wants to work with.

They are looking to engage with the public and one way they hope to do this is by putting on some Art Family Workshops.

They ran a workshop during February half term and want to build on this by putting on a quilting exhibition on over the Summer which will have free family learning workshops.  During the October half term there will be the Big Draw event, not sure what the theme is going to be this week, but it will be a 4 day event which will take place outdoors.  They are also currently involved in activities for National Parents Week.

They are currently involved in creative training events with art teachers in schools and it was felt this was something that could be used in the Children’s Centres.
Dukeries College – Sue Nelson
Sue reported that they have a number of Fun Fit Families courses starting soon at various Children’s Centres.  
Paul Massey is doing some sports work where literacy & numeracy is embedded in sessions, and work is carried out with parents and children together as well as parents on their own.  These sessions are going well.
The Indian Head Massage course at Tuxford Children’s Centre went well.

Other courses they have coming up include, gardening projects, literacy, yoga, fancy dress using recycled materials.  Sue is looking for a Spanish tutor, Tracey Dennis has details of a tutor so will pass these on.  Dukeries also have other PCDL tutors available for anyone wanting to put on a course.

The Traveller Project (Transformation project) has now finished.  The project reflected well re: recent OFSTED Inspection where Dukeries College did very well.  As a result of this project, there is now a tutor who is running a course on Smocking for the Travellers. 
Extended Services – Lindsay Gilbert
Lindsay reported that during May & June they will be putting together their consultation plan for delivery to start in September 2010.
Garibaldi College – Linda Tasker
Linda reported that the course Lynne had run at the college had now finished and had been very successful.  One of the learners from this course is helping Lynne out at her Work Club in Clipstone.  Literacy is running until the end of May and a trip to Stratford Upon Avon will take place.  A Strengthening Families course is starting at the end of May.  The two activity days that ran during the Easter Holidays went well attracting over 370 people.  As a result of these days there has been a lot of interest in Street Dance for 5 – 7 year olds.
