Family Employment Initiative - Pauline Campbell
Pauline is currently based at Warsop Town Hall 2 days a week.  They have been having a larger number of calls from people who have been made redundant.  They can provide the SIA Badge, fork-lift truck training and the CPCS licence.  Help with transport/travel expenses are also available.

Extended Services – Kev Keegan

Key reported that he is new in post in this area but has been doing similar job in Newark.  He is supporting 0yrs – 19yrs in schools, getting parents involved and into schools.  In his previous job he set up an autism group and would like to bring similar things to this role.  He will be responsible for producing newsletters, using TV monitors in schools to advertise courses & celebrate success, for more details please contact Kev directly.  Irena Hall suggested that a Market Place event would be useful to bring groups/organisations together, Kev liked this idea and agreed to look into this.  Jill explained how this had worked in other areas and is happy to be involved and support with this activity.
Children’s Centre – Karen King
Karen is also recently new in post.  She produces a quarterly newsletter which again can be used to advertise courses etc.  She is currently gathering information on what is happening in the community.  They are doing some joint work with Meden School children YR 9 & YR 10, creating a website. Irena reported that two ACLS courses ran and were very successful.  The school needs to open up more to the community, this is where Kev Keegan could link in.  They do have community rooms that are available for hire.

West Notts College – Francine O’Sullivan
Funding through the Working Neighbourhood Fund for 1 year - Want to Work Project, working in deprived areas in the Mansfield district, the project finishes May 2009.  They support people wanting to get into work/training.  They can work with individuals or with other organisation by providing taster training sessions.  They work jointly with the Getting into Work Team and also the Family Employment Initiative.
Redoaks Day Service, NCC – Kathy Hardwick
Kathy reported that she covers the Mansfield and Ashfield areas, working with service users 18 yrs and above with learning disabilities.  She looks to sign posting service users onto mainstream courses.  They produce a monthly newsletter where courses can be advertised.  Redoaks have also secured ACLS funding for a joint project with Mansfield Palace Theatre, a production will take place at the end of this project.  
Rainbow Learning – Glenys Hadley
Glenys reported that they are currently in their second year of lottery funding and things are going well.  They work with services users who have mental health issues.  They offer various courses which service users have requested.  They are currently in the process of recruiting new tutors.
Getting into Work – Mike Peck
Mike reported that they are currently running the Security SIA course on their premises which is a well attended course.  They work with local industries to look at the skills shortage within the local community and help to address this.  Mike reported that they have helped 75 people into work this year.

Alison reported that she is developing family learning programmes including SHARE & Keeping up with the Children.  For more details contact Alison.
