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ACLS requires that its funded organisations assess:

1. The health and safety of their training premises. 

2. The health and safety aspects of their individual classes

ACLS provide 3 checklists to assist funded organisations to do this. If you use your own paperwork it should cover the same issues.

ACLS requires access to audit the venue health and safety assessment form when a bid is made. For main providers, a selection for audit is a standard item on the contract meeting agenda. 

ACLS Generic Location Health and Safety Assessment Record

This checklist is designed to take the assessor through the process of checking safety in any building. It also assesses the health and safety management arrangements (e.g. Policies, risk assessments, training) applicable to the classes. Some questions are marked with an asterisk. These mean that the standard must be met because it is a legal requirement. ACLS can provide a version that includes a commentary on the sort of evidence the assessor should look for. Ideally assessors should attend one of the ACLS training events and have some basic health and safety knowledge.

ACLS Tutor Checklist and Risk Assessment

This paperwork is for the class tutor to complete. It covers some of the health and safety aspects of the actual class. Funded organisations (as “employers” under the Health and Safety at Work Act) should ensure that tutors are able to complete this paperwork adequately and that any problems are addressed before the class begins. The activity risk assessment form must be completed before the course begins. The Tutor Checklist must be gone through before every class.

Please ensure that all boxes are completed even if it is to state “Not applicable”. We need to know that the assessor / tutor has considered all of the points in the paperwork.
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
