ACLS Learner and Geographical Priorities August 2010 – July 2011

Geographic coverage
Learning activities will take place within the County of Nottinghamshire and learners must live in Nottinghamshire. 55% of PCDL learners are to come from the top 150 and 85% are to come from the 350 most disadvantaged Super Output Areas in Nottinghamshire. 
ACLS is also looking to ensure that all learners have access to a balanced curriculum offer.

Within the geographic priorities for the 10/11 year, ACLS will also seek to identify areas of activity for successful providers to operate to ensure the funding is used widely and to avoid a number of providers delivering in the same venue. 

For all family learning in schools, in deciding eligibility ACLS will take into account a school’s IDACI score. For 2010/2011 schools with scores 0.17 and above will automatically be eligible. Those with a score below 0.17 will have to make a business case for inclusion
ACLS is aiming for a minimum of 85% of family learning programmes in schools to be in schools where the IDACI score is 0.17 or above and 95% of family learning programmes to be in schools where the IDACI score is 0.16 or above.
At ACLS’s discretion, depending on local circumstances, it may be possible for family learning to be delivered in schools with lower IDACI scores. However, it is anticipated this will be a small proportion of the overall provision and will only be possible with the written approval of ACLS.
Priority learners

PCDL:
ACLS funding is designed to attract those learners who not traditionally engaged in learning. 
Within the SOAs our Priority Learners are:
i) Those with low qualification and/or skill level ( below Level 2); 
ii)  Individuals or groups who are socially excluded

iii) Black Ethnic Minorities

iv)
LLDD:  learners with learning difficulties and/or disabilities including those experiencing mental health difficulties. 
FLLN:
Eligibility for FLLN is defined by attendees having literacy, language or numeracy need. The target group is below level 2.  If attendees’ previously acquired qualifications are five years old or more then they are eligible to attend the course. 
WFL:
WFL is targeted at the following priority groups:

i. Learners in the most deprived communities, specifically those who do not have any formal qualifications or have not reached level 2, and 

ii. Fathers in order to increase the number of males involved in this type of provision. 

For guidance on IDACI scores of schools involved in family learning please see above.
FLIF:
FLIF is targeted at new learners in areas of disadvantage, families are risk or who are male family members.
For the purposes of ACLS targets and funding, we define adult learners as those who are 19 and over
